We can regulate our emotions 
    by what we think about most i.e. which window we gaze out of. In the previous verses (3-5) Peter has 
    already explained the joy we have:
    Vs 3- The Joy of New Life, “God has given us the privilege of being born again”.

    Vs 3- The Joy of New Hope, “We live with a wonderful expectation”.

    Vs 4- The Joy of New Wealth, “God has reserved a priceless inheritance”.

    Vs 5- The Joy of New Security, “God in His mighty Power will protect you”.

    So we can “be truly glad” as we gaze out of this window of Joy. Position yourself- God won’t do this for you. 
    YOU need to do it. He has already given us the JOYS.

    Verse 6 states that out trials are only for “a while”. Focus on the trials and demeanour will be dull, sad,   

    anxious and downhearted. As Christians we should have superficial sorrows and a deep core of joy (rather 
    than the opposite). Stand and gaze out of the windows of Joy-it is not stoicism- the trial window won’t 
    disappear, it remains but our very core should be that of JOY, which helps us to endure the trials.

( Sing oh barren women, you never bore a child; burst into song, shout for joy- (Isaiah 54:1).

  God spoke to me about this verse during my devotions; the way through bareness to fruitfulness is to sing

( I watched a documentary about the Nile River. The inhabitants of Egypt and other countries along the Nile 
  depend on the river to flood in order to survive. In most cases of a flood, most of the nutrients and mineral 
  salts are washed away and nothing can really grow along the bank. However, there is something in this 
  water, that the flood brings, that makes the soil full of silt and very rich. The land is fertile and the plants grow 
  very well. Researchers wanted to find out what made the water so fertile and discovered that it was full of 
  volcanic material. They then traced the source, of the flooding Nile, to Ethiopia. Ethiopia is country that is 
  mostly very dry. It is full of hills and mountain ranges (from volcanic activity ages ago) which form natural 
  waterways. For three months solid it will rain and these natural water paths will fill with water. Eventually 
  after raining for so long the water gains momentum and rushes down these paths picking up rich volcanic 
  soil .There is so much water moving with such great speed, that it moves all the way up Africa and 
  eventually floods the banks of Egypt, Sudan....I believe that God wants to bring His Zōē life like a flood in our 
  lives, full of rich "volcanic" nutrients and minerals (His grace and favour) that will make the soil of our hearts 
  incredibly fertile so that whatever is sown in there will grow. There will be great growth/harvest. We need to 
  open our hearts to Him and let Him bring the flood (Isaiah 41:17 -20).
